MWD owns much of the water rights in Southern California.  It wholesales the water it owns to each of its 28 member agencies.





San Diego County Water Authority


Is a member agency of MWD.  It buys water from MWD and sells it to its 23 member agencies.  SDCWA also has rights to some water from Imperial Valley.

Helix Water District


is a member of SDCWA and buys its imported water through that agency.  





Helix processes raw water, making it potable, and provides it through a SDCWA agreement to Otay & Padre Dam Municipal Water Districts—other members of SDCWA.
